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Abstract

This study intended to 1) assess and evaluate the degrees of
henpeckedness in relationships of students of a university of Thailand
by individual factors of field of study, birthplace, income, and family
role model, and 2) test the correlation between such henpeckedness
and flirtatiousness of the students by utilizing questionnaires to
collect data from 400 male undergraduates enrolled in the first
semester of academic year 2016. Statistics employed in data analysis
were frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-statistic,
one-way ANOVA, Tukey's pairwise comparison, and Pearson's
correlation coefficient at significance level of 0.05. It was found that
the students were henpecked at a moderate level. Students with
different family role models and levels of income had different
degrees of henpeckedness in relationships, whereas differences in
field of study or birthplace did not affect henpeckedness in
relationships. The correlation test showed a weak positive correlation

between the degrees of flirtatiousness and henpeckedness.
