The Development of Electronic Books Media entitle the Aesthetic in Art for Early
Childhood, Department of Education, Suan Dusit Rajabhat University aims at investigating
the efficiency of electronic book media entitle the Aesthetic in Art for Early Childhood, as
well as studying the instructional outcomes in term of learning achievement, durability of
learning, attitude of the students who study via the electronic book media. The population
of this study is 42 students who enrolling for the course in the second semester of the
2008 academy year. The population is sampled by purposive sampling on the number of
the students that suitable for the study including excellent, fair and weak students. The
data are analysed and processed by using statistic computer program. The findings
revedl that.

1) According to efficiency evaluation undertaken by specialist , the overview
of electronic book media entitle the Aesthetic in Art for Early Childhood, is suitable at
good level, especially its usefulness and academic advance is suitable at good levei,
Considering each aspect of the electronic book media, it is found that the first-ranked item
of each aspect are the following :

-Enhance of knowledge and understanding of the aesthetic in art for early
childhood.

-Provide practical content and activity.

- Use suitable and simple sentences that are easy to understanding.
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-Encourage good attitude in using educaticnal technology.

- The students are able to learn by themselves through their thinking process and
practice.

2) The percentage ratio of learning efficiency gaining by doing exercises during
class via the electronic book media (E,) and learning efficiency gaining from the
posttest learning (E,) are 81.70 / 83.23, (E, / E,) higher than the establishment criteria.

3) The results of implementation the electronic book media as follows:

-Learning achievement : the students learning achievement is higher. The total
score of the posttest is 2,505. The average score is 83.50 which higher than 80%
estrabishment.

-Attitude of the student : the students agree that the overview of the electronic
book media is suitable at good level.

-The durability of learning : it revealed that the average score of posttest (after
learning via the electronic book media ) is 83.50 while the average score of posttest
after 2 week learning is 83.00. Comparing by t-test There is no difference between them

which accept to the hypothesis.
