The general purpose of this thesis was to develop a curriculum on Phra
Phutthabat Conservation for Matthayomsuksa 1 Students in Suthee Witthaya School,
Saraburi Province. The specific purposes were to 1) study basic information 2) develop
a curriculum 3) experiment the curriculum and 4) evaluate and improve the curriculum.
The sample in this study was 30 Matthayomsuksa 1 students in Suthee Witthaya
School, Saraburi Province in the academic year 2009. The instruments implemented in
the study consisted of 1) “Phra Phutthabat Conservation” curriculum, 2) a learning
achievement test on “Phra Phutthabat Conservation”, 3) a conscious test form on local
conservation. Data were analyzed with mean (2 ), standard deviation (S.D.) and t-test.

Results of the study were as follows:

1. Results of studying basic information

The interview with Suthee Witthaya School’'s administrators, teachers teaching
“Social Studies, Religion and Culture” learning substance group and educational
committee showed unanimous opinion on implementing the curriculum of Phra
Phutthabat Conservation. This is because learning resources in the local community are
important, and it is necessary for students to learn the history, tradition, and culture of
their local community which is part of their daily lives. Instructional activities should
instill a sense of pride and love in their local community into students.

2. Results of the curriculum development

From the curriculum development, it was found that the developed curriculum

consisted of principles, students’ qualities, contents and standards, content framework,
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studying times, instructional guidelines, instructional media, and measurement and

evaluation. The experts agreed that the developed curriculum was related and suitable.
3. Results of the curriculum experiment
The developed curriculum entitted “Phra Phutthabat Conservation” was
experimented on 30 Matthayomsuksa 1 Students in Suthee Witthaya School, Phra
Phutthabat District, Saraburi Province in the academic year 2008. The instructional
activities were organized into 6 lesson plans. From observation of the students’ learning
behaviors, it revealed that the students were interested in and paid attention to their
studying. They were able to answer questions about learning resources of historical
places in Phra Phutthabat District.
4. Results of the curriculum evaluation and improvement
4.1 Results of the curriculum evaluation revealed that the students’
learning achievement on “Phra Phutthabat Conservation” after the implementation of the
curriculum was higher than that before at a significance level of .05. The students were
also well aware of the conservation of their local community.
4.2 Results of the curriculum improvement revealed that the original time
allocated for the implementation of curriculum was not sufficient. Therefore, 1 more hour

per week was allocated in each lesson.
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
