Title: The Curriculum Development in Producing Folk Musical Instrument.

The purpose of this study was to developed the folk musical instrument
production curriculum * Pey -Or” playing in Kantruem folk band using DACUM technique.
One Group Pre test - Post test Design was used in implementing the curriculum. The
Subject of this study consisted of 32 first year student in Arts program of five — year
bachelor in education syllabus studying in ARTS 201 class in the first semester of the
academic year 2005 at Surindra Rajabhat University. A measurement form was
administered to evaluate the competencies in making folk musical instrument ** Pey — Or *
in the areas of knowledge, skill, and attitude and a questionnaire was launched to get
information on problems of implementation.

The results of this study was that the curriculum was suitable to the level of
students. There was a significant difference at .01 level in self —evaluation of student
between before and after learning. The content of the curriculum and the knowledge and
skill of the lecturer were suitable to the level of students. Some problems found in the
training were : the period of learning was the first priority from the questionnaire was not
suitable to learner, second priority was the lack of materials. The suggestions from the

questionnaire was that the students wanted to learn to make Thai flute.
