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The Development of the Body of Knowledge and Chinese Music Curriculum from Bang Luang
Community’s Local Wisdom to the Music Notation

This research aimed to 1) study community context and local wisdom in the field of Chinese
music in Bang Luang community and 2) develop a body of knowledge and Chinese music curriculum:
Bang Luang community’s local wisdom to the music notation. The samples were 40 students in
Mattayom 3/1 of Jianhua Public School, the administrators and teachers of the school, music scholars
and community leaders. The research instruments for collecting data were interview form, focus
group discussion, learning achievement test, satisfaction test and attitude test. The statistics used for
data analysis were percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test. The research results were:

Bang Luang was an ancient community which had been established since Rattanakosin era
112. There was a fine mixture of Thai and Chinese cultures in the village. The Thai-Chinese culture
conservation club had been founded in order to maintain local art, culture as well as antiques. For the
Chinese music in particular, the scholars had passed the Chinese musical skills to the next generations
by oral tradition. The traditional Chinese musical notation was mainly used in the lesson. The musical
instruments in the instmction were 1) Pahee, Erhu, Huaytek, langkim, etc. for melody and 2) Tuagou,
Tanglor, Belor, Tua-bua, etc. for percussion. As for the type of the troupes, there were Heesee
(small band) and Lor-gou (big band). The songs in the performance were both Chinese traditional and
contemporary.

Regarding the application of knowledge for Chinese music curriculum development, it was
found that the students had leamning achievement (t = 38.28, P = .05) and skills in Chinese music in

a higher level after finishing the course. The students’ satisfaction with learning management was at

a high level ( X =3.57, S.D. = 0.48); while the students’ attitudes to the learning management was at

an average level ( X =3.13, S.D. = 0.29). In conclusion, the body of knowledge and the curriculum

developed in this research could be applied for music learning in accordance with the research

objective.
