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ABSTRACT 245354

The purposes of this research were to 1) study basic information about a Thai
writing skill of Prathomsuksa 6 students, 2) develop a training curriculum entitled ‘Junior
Writers' for Prathomsuksa 6 students, 3) trial the training curriculum, 4) evaluate and
improve the training curriculum. The sample was 30 Prathomsuksa 6 students from 10
schools in the first group of Phra Putthabat Schools, Phra Putthabat District, Saraburi
Province during the second semester of academic year 2010. The students were
volunteers of the first three students from each school. The instruments used in this
research were the training curriculum, an interview, a questionnaire, a writing skill
measuring form to a reliability of 0.821 and an attitude test towards the training
curriculum. The data were analyzed in terms of percentage, mean, standard deviation,
content analysis and t-test.

The findings showed that:

1. from studying basic information, interviewees agreed with having the
training curriculum. They had an opinion that the training should consisted of various
activities so that students would not get bored. The training should support students to
practice writing most. Students’ writing projects should be followed up. There should be
continuous training, documents, examples of good writing project. The students should
be happy. The content analysis showed that students had a need to study this training
with these following reasons: 1) they would like to know more about Thai, 2) they will
learn more about Thai, 3) they would like to have experiences about a classroom, 4)
they are able to understand Thai more, 5) they would like to have knowledge and
experience, 6) they would like to know new knowledge and 7) they will learn about

reading and writing and that they can improve themselves.
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2. the development showed that the training cumiculum consisted of introduction,
principles, objectives, trainees, content, training activities, training period, media and
equipment, and measurement and evaluation. There were 4 lesson plans. The experts
agreed that the training curriculum was suitable.

3. trialing the training curriculum showed that the students had an interest and
paid attention in the activities so they had knowledge, understanding and fun in
attending the activities.

4. the evaluation and improvement showed that

4.1 after using the training curriculum, the students had better writing skill
at a significance level of .01 and their attitude towards the training curriculum was at the
highest level.

4.2 the improvement showed that practical part should be increased from
11 hours to 12 hours. This was equally increased in the topics of ‘Writing is not difficult

as You Think' and ‘Exploring Fantasy World of Writing'.
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
