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The purposes of this study were to: 1) determine participation of community in educational
management of border patrol police schools under the 14th Central Staff of Border Patrol Police Bureau;
2) examine relationship between level of participation of community in educational management with
factors concerning schools and community; and 3) determine factors influencing participation of the
community in educational management. The samples in this study were 310 parents of the students
studying in the border patrol police schools under the 14th Central Staff of Border Patrol Police Bureau
drawn with a stratified random sampling. The data were collected by using a questionnaire, and then
analyzed with statistical methods to determine frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The
research hypotheses were tested with Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation Coefficient and multiple
regression analysis.

The research results were as follows:

1. The participation of the community in educational management of border patrol police
schools under the 14th Central Staff of Border Patrol Police Bureau on the whole was at a high level as
well as those of individual aspects; ranging from the higher mean score as the aspect of participation in
receiving benefits, participation in operation, participation in evaluation and participation in making
decision respectively.

2. The participation of the community in educational management had positive relation at
a high level with the factors conceming schools and community significantly at 0.01 level.

3. The factors concerning schools and community influenced the participation of the
community in educational management significantly at 0.01 level, which could predict the participation
of the community in educational management at 80.60 percent.
