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At present, the development of the methods of collecting evidence for criminal prosecution
is progressing unrelentlessly. More special and innovative methods are created to collect various
types of criminal evidence which can be used to obtain conviction for new types of complex and
more advance criminal undertakings. However, these special methods unavoidably affect various
aspects of individual rights and freedom.

In the more advanced countries, special methods have long been developed and they have
already shown their ramifications individual's rights. Consequently ,legal previsions relating to the
methods of gathering of evidence underwent reform to accommodate effective protections and
appropriate safeguards. Even though these methods may not be used effectively without some
encroachment on individuals’ freedom, there are grounds for proper compromise between the ideas
of crime control and due process. This thesis examines the equilibrium of the two principles with
regard to the use of the special methods. i

in the final analysis, this thesis recommends the development and revisions of legal ‘
provisions pertaining to the special methods of obtaining evidence. They should be specific clear
and concise, and provide fair and just procedure for the matter. By comparing the law and process
used by more advanced countries, Thai laws can be shaped to become one of the most advanced
laws on this new era of criminal adjudication process where individuals' freedom and liberty

according to the country's constitution and other legislations will be least affected.
