of America during 1989-1990.

This study uses the concept of international negotiation under the rules of international regime.
It is found that there were several factors that helped Thailand reach favourable outcomes in negotiating with
the United States of America, ie.. an ability to gamer international and domestic supports from both
governmental and non — governmental sectors; an ability to utilize an intemational trade regime under GATT

to Thailand’s benefits; and an ability to learn from past experience of other countries.
