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The objectives of this thesis are 1) To study the situation of migration and the education requirement of
migrant children in Mae Sot district, Tak province. 2) To examine the rights and the accessibility to education of
migrant children in Thailand. 3) To study the process of education management for migrant children provided by
NGOs 4) To present methods of education management for migrant children provided by NGOs in Thailand. In
this regard, the author applied the qualitative research method by collecting information from secondary sources
and in-depth interviewing with non-governmental organizations, school officers and 20 migrant children who
study in migrant schools.

The research found that in Mae Sot district, there are many migrant children who cannot access to
formal education in Thai schools. From this situation, many non-governmental organizations set up schools to
educate migrant children in various areas. Consequently, Mae Sot district has become the biggest education
center for migrant children in Thailand with more than 47 migrant schools and 6,346 migrant students. The
education management process consists of supporting migrant school by giving opportunity to access to
education and other education services, such as free tuition, school bus, dormitory and food. In the education
management, the research found that teachers are the most important part of education management in terms of
planning learning methods, teaching, learning assessment and developing teaching and learning. Many
curricula are used in schools, Burmese Curriculum, Karen Curriculum, Thai Curriculum and others. Teachers will
design subjects according to students’ background and students’ learning ability. Burmese, English, Thai, Math,
Science, History and Geography are taught in every school. Moreover, Karen, Karen History, Computer, Art,
Music, Sport and etc. are taught in some schools. Most of schools consist of kindergarten and primary level
(grade1-4) which are the basic education. Some open middle school (grade5-7) and high school (grade8-10).
There is 1 school which opens higher education in post ten program (grade 11-12). From the study, education
management should be developed. First of all, the education standard both Curricu[um and teaching should be
developed with consideration on students’ needs and background. Secondly, teaching seminar and
encouraging participation of communities, parents and students should be included in education development.
Moreover the education policy should be opened for every child to be able to access and consider more on
students’ background including their mother language and culture. Finally, Thai government should take part in

developing migrant education to improve informal education to be more quality education for migrant children.
