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Problems of transnational organized crime result from social, economic and
telecommunication technology prosperity. Organized and operated in complicated network,
and in some cases, influenced by high-status persons in the society, these make difficuities
to penalize such crime. By its own nature, transnational organized crime can largely cause
damages to many communities of the world. Therefore, United Nations, as an international
forum, has adopted the United Nations Convention against Transnational Organized Crime in
2000 A.D., in order to provide to state parties measures and guidelines to promote

prevention and suppression against transnational organized crime.

Thailand, as a state party of the Convention, by Thai Government, in order to
implement and apply the principles and measures of the Convention in Thailand, has
delegated to the Office of Attorney-General to prepare a bill of Transnational Organized
Crime Act B.E. ... If the bill provides a clear definition of “transnational organized crime”, the
investigation authority in charges of transnational organized crime and measures regarding
cooperation between authorities, it will ensure effective prevention and suppression of

transnational organized crime in Thailand.
