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The stages of investigation and institute charge, the process before trail, in
criminal justice process are the exercise of state authorities that affect human rights
and liberty of citizen. These acts are, for examples, searching, seizing, confine,
detention, contemporary release and pretrial process. Even though state has certain
legitimacy in its action, it must do so only when it is needed. If it is unnecessary, state
has no legitimacy in its action.

Comparative study between Thailand and Laos reveals some differences as
they appeared in development, perspective, theory and format of criminal justice
process. Laos tends to enforce criminal justice in crime control model theory that
holds and emphasises on controlling and criminal suppression. It emphasises on
efficiency of law enforcement absolute power and consumes short time. Public
prosecutor and court have rights to issue warrants under the criminal procedure code.
Meanwhile, Thailand tends to enforce criminal justice in due process model theory
that emphasises human rights and liberty protection, justification and accuracy in
stages of justice process. Judicial authority has legitimacy to issue criminal warrants.

The researcher emphasised on development, perspective, theory and criteria to
investigate. Law enforcement in instituting charges or subsequent stages before
criminal process such as searching, seizing, controlling, contain, contemporary release
and enforcement by action according to constitution, criminal procedure code and the
guideline to adjust and amend legal provisions are also emphasised. The thesis
focused on comparative study and pointed out the advantage of the different processes
in Thailand and Laos to develop scheme for reform of practice and law to enhence
fairness and suitability of the process in the future.
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
