The research has the objectives of review the literatures involving international
concepts of restorative justice; to find the background and changes of the restorative
justice concept in Thai history; to analyze the changes of power relations between
criminal-victim-community and the state, both in perspective and content, which affected
the falling and rising of restorative justice in the world and in the Thai society; and to
explain the mechanisms and measurements of restorative justice which could empower
the crime victims and the communities.

The research gave the concept, principle, background, theoretical framework,
model and restorative justice’s procedure including contemporary developments in
restorative justice.

Moreover, the research founded change in power relations between the state-
society-legal system and the criminal justice system as the first loop and change in
power relation between the victim-offender-community and the criminal justice system as
the second loop. Both loops caused falling and rising of restorative justice, both in the
international communities and the Thai society. Next, the mechanisms and
measurements of restorative justice could empower the crime victims and the
communities but still need some more field research to classify the characteristics of
communities and the possible and suitable cases that could be restored in the
community together with surveying the communities’ resources, which can support and
empower the crime victims in the Thai society. Finally, the community criminal justice

diversion track should have a new act for controlling and supporting this innovation.
