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This research aims at studying communication process of vocal directors and singers in Thai

popular song recording, factors which are influenced to the communication and attitudes of vocal

" directors and singers toward Thai singing development. Multiple methodologies are used to find the

results. Sampling groups are 21 Vocal Directors using in-depth interview, 7 Foreign Vocal Coaches

using question forms via e-mails, and 80 Singers using questionnaire. The analysis is based on

conception of music and communication, as well as interpersonal communication scheme. The
findings are:-

1. Communication process between vocal directors and singers during Thai popular song
recordings engages with 3 stages, which are Pre-communication before recording, Communication
between recording and Post-communication after recording.

2. The crucial elements that have an effect on communication of vocal directors are: singer's
emotional expression, music skills, singing abilities, pfysical and mental condition, discipline,
singing uniqueness, self-confidence, attitudes, social status, gender, age, intimacy, working
atmosphere, other related people, equipments and surrounding in the record studio, and decision
authority. "

3. Some factors that could help singers develop themselves, which are steady physical
condition, endeavor with effort, good singing attitudes, training, environment, good physical and

mental health, opened-minded, self-evaluation, and appropriate singing uniqueness.
