The purposes of this research are (1) to study the communication process of forestry officials to
conserve the forests within the Karean community, Mae-Krabung Village; (2) To study the factors which
make villagers understand,adop and co-ordinate to conserve the forests in Karean community, Mae-
Krabung Village; (3) to study the problems and offer the way to resolve the problems for the forestry

officials' communication to conserve the forests in Karean community, Mae-Krabung Village.

This study is the qualitative research using in-depth interview method with 25 samples as well as

the observation.

The findings are as the following :-

The communication process of the forestry officials to conserve the forests within the Karean
community, Mae-Krabung Village, can be divided into 3 phases : the beginning, the action, and the
mairtenance of community relationship.

The principal methods of communicating in each phase with the leaders, the villagers, and the
children in each phase were by talking, teaching, meeting, activities and Public Relations media.

The significant factors which enables the community to understand and participate in forest
conservation are the credibility of forestry officials as sender, the belief in teaching of their elderly and
ancestors in forest conservation, a sense of participation, responsibility, and value in forest conservation
as receiver factors, whereas, stimulating the community relationship with the officials by other
organizations and capacity building for villagers as other factors.

Communication Problems and obstacles met by the officials were the lack of the staff to
communicate with the villagers effectively, illiteracy of the villages, and in efficiency of the channel
communication which an inability to understand to each other, National park area setting, policy

changing, budget and the lack of proficient staff in specific fields.
