The purposes of this study were: to study and compare the sufficient path of
residents residing in Chiang-Nga Sub-district, Ban Mi District, Lopburi Province that
classified by personal factors; and, to examine the relationship between the communal
creation into sufficient path and those residents’ sufficient path. The researcher had
studied from the samplings of 346 samples out of the population of 3,457 persons. The
tool used was a questionnaire and the data were analyzed by a computer program
called SPSS for Windows. The statistics employed were frequency, percentage, mean,
standard deviation, t-Test, One-way ANOVA and Pearson’s Coefficient of Correlation.

The results of this study are that the majority of those residents are female,
aged around 31-40 years, their highest education are high school diploma or equivalent,
married, their average monthly income is between 10,001-15,000 baht, and, are not
being members of the community. Their communal creation into sufficient path is rated
at a high level, starting from the most to the least aspects are, the aspects of support,
learning, and information, respectively. The aspect of sufficient path has found out that
the residents’ sufficient path is rated at a high level. The aspect of participation in
activity is at a high level. The aspect of beneficiary received from the project is rated at a
moderate level. Their comparison of the residents’ sufficient path that classified by

personal factors has shown that the personal factors like their highest education, status,

monthly income, and being members of different groups have rendered the different
sufficient path. The building of communal creation into the sufficient path has related
with the residents’ sufficient path into a positive aspect and is at a high level. Taking into
consideration by each aspect has shown that there is a relationship between and

among each aspect.
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
