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This research was aimed to: 1) compare English pretest and posttest
reading scores in English reading skills of Mathayomsuksa 6 Students implementing
supplementary materials; 2) compare pretest and posttest scores in English reading
skills of Mathayomsuksa 6 students implementing normal reading méterials; 3) compare
scores in English reading skills of Mathayomsuksa 6 students implementing
supplementary materials and normal reading fnateria[s: and 4) compare the attitudes
towards English learning of Mathayomsuk 6 students implementing supplementary
materials and normal rea(_:ling materials.

The 120 samples obtained by stratified random sampling technique were
Mathayomsuksa 6 sludenis of Khokcharoenwittaya School, Khokcharoen District, under
the jurisdiction of Lop Buri Educational Service Area Office 2 in semester 1, academic
year 2009. The instruments used were the English learning management plans
implementing supplementary materials, the English learning management plans using
normal reading materials, the achievement test in English reading skills (reliability =
0.93) and the questionnaire on the attitudes towards English Ieérning (reliability = 0.77).
Data were analyzed using mean, standard deviation, dependent samples t-test and
independent samples t-test.

The findings revealed that:

1) The posttest scores in English reading skills of Mathayomsuksa 6 Students
implementing supplementary materials were higher than the pretest scores at the .05

level of statistical significance.

2) The posttest scores i.n English reading skills of Mathayomsuksa 6 students
"irﬁpt'érhénting normal reading materials were higher than the pretest scores at lhé .05
level of statistical significance.

3) The English reading skills of Mathayomsuksa 6 students implementing
.___ISLI:_._F-)FI)Ie.._m_ta_ntary materials were higher than the skills of those implementing normal
“reading materials at the .05 level of statistical significance.

4) The scores of Mathayomsuksa 6 students on the attitudes towards English

learning implementing supplementary materials were higher than the scores of those

implementing normal reading materials at the .05 level of statistical significance.
