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The purposes of this research were : 1) to compare of the leaming achievement in
Southeast Asia in Mathayomsuksa one tzzught by TGT Technique and the conventional method,
and 2) to study the satisfaction of students taught by TGT Technique. Samples wére students in
Mﬁmayt;msuksa one at Huaysaiprachasan 'Sc!mol, Cha-am district, Phetchaburi province, under
‘the office of Phetchaburi Educational Service Area Zone II in the second semester of academic
year’s 2009 which treated on the experiment group taught by TGT Technique and the control
- group taﬁght by conventional method with 30 students in each group. The instruments were
the learning lesson plan by' TGT Technique , the learning lesson plan by conventional method,
the learning achievement, and the satisfaction test of 5 rating scale in TGT Technique . Data
were analyzed by percentage, mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

The results of this research were:

1. The learning achievement in Southeast Asia in Mathayomsuksa one taught by
TGT Technique were higher than the conventional method with the statistical significance at
0.01 level, |

2. The satisfaction of students taught by TGT Technique was at a high level.
