This research aimed to: 1) study the leadership level of school administrators, 2) investigate
the level of student-centered learning management in primary schools, and 3) examine the relationship
between the leadership of school administrators and the student-centered learning management in
schools under Phetchaburi Primary Educational Service Area Office 1. The 438 research samples
were 116 school administrators and 322 teachers. The tool for collecting data was a 5- rating scale
questionnaire. The data were analyzed by using frequency, mean, percentage, standard deviation, and
Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation Coefficient.

The research results were:

1. The leadership of schools administrators was at a high level both in overall aspects and
in each aspect. The aspect was at the high level, followed by teamwork behavior, the personal
relationship-oriented behavior aspect, but the aspects of a moral and ethical behavior was at the lowest
level.

2. The student-centered learning management was at a high level both in overall aspects
and in each aspect. The aspect of the student analysis was at the high level, followed by curriculum
analysis aspect, and the aspects of the research to improve teaching and learning was at the lowest level.

3. There was a positive relationship at a low level with statistical significance at 0.01
level between the leadership of school administrators and the student-centered learmning management.

Based on the research results: The level of relationship between the administrators’
leadership in the aspect of the personal relationship-oriented behavior and the student analysis,
including curriculum analysis was higher than the other aspects. This relationship was considered to be

the most important for student-centered learning management.
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
