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Abstract

This research aimed to study the conditions and factors which influenced participative
management of vocational private schools and to develop the model of participative
management of vocational private school. The methodology was divided into four parts as
following: 1) studying conditions from the purposive sampling using interview and content
analysis; 2) studying factors which influenced the management using the 5 scale rating
questionnaire of Krejcie and Morgan (1990) from the simple random sampling, including 414
people or 93.24 %, while data were step wise analyzed using multiple regression; and 3)
developing the participative management model of vocational private school in Bangkok by
discussing (MACR), when the purposive sampling contained educational management
experts.

The results revealed that factors which influenced participative management of
vocational private school included the budget (X,4), with the coefficient regression standard at
407, and of the predictive factors - facilities (X3), management systems (Xs), and
personalities (X;). These four factors were used for predicting the influences toward
participative management which were equivalent 46.80 percentages, when the predictive
equations divided into raw scores and standard scores were the following respectively:

The predicted equation in terms of raw score was

Y =1.714+ 0.284(Xas) +0.164(X3)+0.072(Xs)+0.084(X1)

The predicted equation in terms of standard scores was

Z, = 0.407(Zs) +0.279(Z5)+0.157(Zs)+ 0.093(Z1)

In addition, the participative management model of vocational private school
contained 1) Committee management responsibility, 2) quality control, 3) influenced factors
toward management responsibility, and 4) management report system.
