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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to: 1) study readiness of 15-year free-education policy
implemented by public schools ; 2) study the level of suitability of 15-year free-education policy
implemented by public schools and 3) compare the 15-year free-education policy implementation of
the large-sized ,medium-sized and small-sized education-expansion schools in
Nakhonpathom Educational Service Area Office 2: The samples were 378 personnels
randomly drawn from high-ranking administrators, medium-ranking administrators, primary-
ranked administrators teachers and parents of education-expansion schools in
Nakhonpathom Educational Service Area Office 2. A questionnaire was used for data collection.
The data were statistically analyzed for percentage, mean and standard deviation and F-test was
applied for hypothesis testing.

The research results were as follows:

1. The readiness of implementing 15-year free-education policy undertaken by the schools
in Nakhonpathom Educational Service Area Office 2 was considered agreeable on the whole by
administrators, teachers, and parents in different aspects of financial support for books, school
uniforms, learning equipments and students’ learning development significantly at 0.01 level.

2. Considering the readiness of implementation of 15-year free-education policy
undertaken by the schools in Nakhonpathom Educational Service Area Office 2, it was found that
the administrators, teachers, and parehts agreed with the schools in the 15-year free-education
policy implemented in every aspects; namely, school’s policy formation, policy determination,
policy implementation and policy evaluation.

3. When comparing the implementation of 15-year free-education policy undertaken by
the large-sized, medium-sized and small-sized education-expansion schools in
Nakhonpathom Educational Service Area Office 2, it was found that different sized schools had
different suitability in the 15-year free-education policy implementation in every aspect of

policy formation, policy determination, policy implementation and policy evaluation significantly at

0.01 level.
