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The purpose of this research were to study the level of the administrators’ administrative
skills, the level of school effectiveness and the school administrators’ administrative skills affecting
the school effectiveness in schools group 1 and 2 under Bureau of Special Education Administration.
The samples used in this research were 300 people consisting of 204 teachers and 96 school boards
obtained by Sample Random Sampling. A questionnaire with five rating scales consisting of 3 parts
was used for collecting data. The statistics applied in data analysis were percentage, mean, standard
deviation and stepwise multiple regression analysis.

The research results were as follows: |

1. The level of the administrators’ administrative skills in schools group 1 and 2 under Bureau
of Special Education Administration was at a high level.

2. The level of school effectiveness in schools group 1 and 2 under Bureau of Special
Education Administration was at a high level.

3. The school administrators’ administrative skills affecting the school effectiveness in
schools group 1 and 2 under Bureau of Special Education Administration were instructional skills and

conceptual skills. The predictive efficiency was 58.80 %.
