The objectives of this study were to evaluate the management plan implementation of
Mae Wong National Park and to evaluate recreation management quality of the park. Park
personnel interview, direct observation, and reviewing of secondary data were used in evaluating
management plan implementation. Four management programs and 73 management activities
were evaluated and the evaluation results were classified into 3 levels. In evaluating recreation
management quality, 4 management indicators including overall satisfaction of park visitors,
visitors’ intention to return to the park, visitors’ opinion toward park facilities and services, and
visitors’ opinion toward the performance of park personnel were used. Four hundred park visitors
were asked to fill in questionnaire. Descriptive statistics and weighted score equation were used

in analyzing survey data and concluding the evaluation of recreation management quality.

Results of the study indicated that the implementation of management plan mostly
occurred during the plan period (1999-2003). The overall outcome of the implementation was
good. However, there were differences in levels of implementation between each management
program. The implementation of recreation and interpretation program, facility development and
maintenance program were moderate. Natural resource management program and general
administration program were poor. As for the evaluation of recreation management quality, it was
found that the score for overall satisfaction of park visitors, visitors’ intention to return to the
park, visitors’ opinion toward park facilities and services and visitors” opinion toward the
performance of park personnel were high. The overall recreation management quality of the park

was high.
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
