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The objectives of this research are to study the media advocacy process used by the anti-
smoking groups in mobilizing tobacco control tegislation in Thailand and to determine factors that lead to
the success of the mobolization. In-depth interview with key informant and document analysis were used

to complete this research.
Research results indicate that:

1. Media advocacy process of anti-smoking groups in mobilizing tobacco control legislation in
Thailand includes message strategy and media strategy
- Message strategies include: (1) giving the facts (2) giving the opinions (3) giving the
foreign data (4) message using fear appeal (5) politician encouragement
- Media strategies include: (1) personal communication — using the renowned in medical
cycles, using specialists in related field, lobby; (2) organized events — creating special events, press
conference, seminar and meeting; (3) mass media - newspaper, radio and television
2. Factors that lead to the success in mobilizing tobacco control legistation in Thailand include:
(1) personal factor — having both key person and leading organization, reliable core leaders, a
collaboration between govermental agencies and NGOs, a capacity in seeking coalition both domestical
and international, the support of politicians; (2) message factor — credible presenting data; (3) media
factor - mass media co-operation in reporting tobacco control news; (4) social context factor — the

support of both domestical and international movement
