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Thesis Title: Efficiency of Niramon Whizz Kids Magazine in Promoting English Reading Ability

Abstract

The purposes of this research were to: 1) examine efficiency of Niramon Whizz Kids magazines
in promoting English reading ability for students of Niramonchumphon School in Chumphon Province,
2) determine ability of English reading comprehension of the students who read the magazines, and 3)
examine satisfaction of the students towards Niramon Whizz Kids magazine. The samples were 240
students proportionally drawn from those who read the magazine, from Pratom Suksa 1-6 and Matayom
Suksa 1-3 of the school. The study was conducted in academic year 2010 covering six magazines of
Niramon Whizz Kids. English reading efficiency test, an English reading comprehension test, and a
questionnaire for satisfaction inquiry were used for data collection. The data were analyzed with
descriptive statistics for percentage, mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

The research results revealed that:

1. The efficiency of Niramon Whizz Kids magazines in promoting English reading
ability of the students in Niramonchumphon School was higher than the 80/80 criteria for the students in
Prathom Suksa 1-3, but it was lower than the 80/80 criteria for the students in Prathom Suksa 4-6 and
Mattayom Suksa 1-3.

2. The ability on English reading comprehension of the students who read Niramon
Whizz Kids magazines was higher than that of the ability before reading the magazines significantly at
0.05 level.

3. The students were satisfied with Niramon Whizz Kids magazine as a whole at a high
level; ranging from the higher mean score as the aspects of the illustrations corresponded with the
contents, appropriate fonts and colors, page designs, presentation of contents, and presentation of
English language difficulty level appropriate to the target readers respectively.

The study reveals evidence for English magazines developed as a learning material
suitable for Thai learners to promote learning English through reading. This implies that teachers can

create their own English magazine for their English classes.
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
