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This research studied about the drug retailers in Bangkok, aimed to 1) study occupational
progress 2) study occﬁpaticmal satisfaction 3) compare occupational satisfaction 4) compare
occupational progress 5)study correlation between occupational satisfaction and occupational
progress. The sample group of this research comprises of 354 drug retailers in Bangkok using
proportional stratified random sampling and the tools used in this research was questionnaire.
The data analysis was conducted using frequency, percentage; mean, standard deviation, one-
sample T-test, independent sample T-test and Pearson’s product — moment correlation coefficient.
From the research result, it was found that 1) occupational progress of drug retailers
was in moderate level 2) occupational satisfaction of drug retailers was in high level 3) drug
retailers with different ages, marital status and companies also had different level of occupational
satisfaction 4) drug retailers with different ages, marital status, period of employment and monthly
income also had different occupational progress 5) occupational satisfaction correlated to occupationzil
progress was overall in moderate level. The study results under particular aspects found that the
sati.sfactions towards dignity, monthly salary, benefits, buildings and materials, supervisors, and
performances were correlated to occupational progress in moderate level, while satisfaction towards

colleagues was in low level.
