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The purposes of This study were to: 1) determine factors affecting success in
implementing the policy of administration election committec Nakhonpathom Province based on
public opinions; 2) identify personal factors that affect opinions toward factors affecting
success in implementing the policy implementation; and 3) determine correlation of persbnal
factors and their opinions towlard factors affecting success in implementing the policy of election
administration. The samples were 400 people residing in the service area of Nakhonpathom
province randomly drawn with stratified sampling method. A questionnaire was used for data
collection in March 2009. The data were analyzed with statistics for percentage, mean, and standard
deviation. Stepwise regression and Pearson’s correlation analysis were applied to determine
relationship of the factors.

It was found that:

1. Level of factors affecting success in implementing the policy of election
administration based on public opinions was in a moderate level as overall and in specific aspects.

2. Personal factors of occupation, income, and length of time residing in the province
had an effect on opinions toward the factors affecting the success in implementing the policy of
election administration: undertaken by Nakhonpathom provincial commission at the 0.01 Level.

3. The factors affected the success in implementing the policy of election
administration undertaken by Election Committee of Nakhonpathom Province were correlated
positively with practical factors of roles of the implementors, characteristics of the organizations,

inter-organizational communication, and the objectives and standards of the policy.
