This qualitative — quantitative research aims to analyze factors affecting the
belief and practice in the law of Kamma of students. The samples used in this research
were divided into 2 groups; 1) six experts selected by purposive sampling used for
qualitative data collection by in — dept interview and the data obtained was analyzed by
content analysis and 2) four handred students studying at six Rajabhat universities in
Bangkok; Suan Dusit rajabhat University, Suan Sunandha, Chankasem, Pra — Nakhon,
Ban Somde] Chao Praya, and Thonburi Rajabhat University. They were used for
quantitative data collection. The research tocl was multiple choice questionnaire with
0.95 reliability. The stalistics used were frequency, percentage, mean, standard
deviation, t - test, F — test and Pearson Product Movement Correlation Coefficient. The
findings were as follows :

1) The experts opined that students who had belief and practice in the law
of Kamma were divided into 2 groups; one did not believe in the law of Kamma and the
other one believed in the law of Kamma at a middle level (4 persons) which was
congruent with student's opinion that students studying at Rajabhat universities in

Bangkok believed in the law of Kamma at a high level (>—< =4.39)

2) With regards to factors affecting the belief and practice in the law of

Kamma, experts opined that factors which most affected the belief and practice was the
receiving information about the law of Kamma (6 persons), then the transferring from
parents (4 persons). Those were not congruent with student's opinion that they opined

that factors which most affected the belief and practice was the transferring from parents

(X = 3.53) and then the receiving information about the law of Kamma (X = 3.10). The
factors which experts thought that it least affected the belief and practice was the study

of Ethics course (2 persons) that was congruent with student’s opinion.
