Abstract

This survey research aimed to 1) investigate factors affecting the rehabilitation of the
prisoners in Phetchaburi Central Prison, 2) study the rehabilitation of the prisoners, and 3) examine the
relationship between the rehabilitation and the factors affecting the rehabilitation of the prisoners. The
data were collected from 293 male prisoners finally sentenced to be in jail. They were all working in
7 Career Training Divisions and selected by simple random sampling method. The research tool was the
questionnaire about the factors affecting the rehabilitation of the prisoners in Phetchaburi Central Prison.
The statistical methods applied for data analysis were frequency, percentage, mean, standard
deviation, and Chi square test.

The research results were as follows :

1. For the rehabilitation of the prisoners in the aspect of knowledge on the rehabilitation,
it was found that the prisoners highly understood that the rehabilitation was the provision of the common
subjects for the prisoners. In the aspect of participation need, the prisoners highly needed studying
general subjects. In the aspect of development expectation, the prisoners expected the family to
forgive them for their past wrong doing. In the aspect of common subject learning, the prisoners
would like the appropriate professional outsiders to be their trainers. In the aspect of career training,
the prisoners thought that it should be the voluntary system, and in the aspect of religious and
morality teaching, the prisoners thought that they should have the chance be taught on the religious,
national, and royal special days.

2. Factors affecting the rehabilitation of the prisoners were background factor, illegal
deed factor, and environmental factor.

3. There was relationship between the rehabilitation and background factor with statistical
significance at .05 level only in the aspect of education level. There was relationship between the rehabilitation
and illegal deed factor with statistical significance at .05 level only in the aspect of illegal base.
There was relationship between the rehabilitation and environmental factor with statistical significance at .05

level in three aspects: the knowledge, the participation need, and the expectation of the rehabilitation .
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
