Abstract

The purposes of this research were to compare the effect of storyline learning experience
on the Thai language understanding of second grade preschoolers. The sample consisted of the second
grade preschoolers of San-Jao School (Hao -Nu-Goon-Wittaya), Sa-Mae-Dam subdistrict, Bang-
Khun-Thian, under the Department of Education in Bangkok, in the second semester of academic
year 2010. Sixty-eight preschoolers and thirty four preschoolers were purposively randomly selected
into the experimental and control groups with 34 in each. The instruments were 25 lessen plans of
storyline learning experience and 25 lessen plans of regular learning experience and two forms of
Thai language understanding test. The statistic for data analysis was t-test.

The results of the research revealed that

1. Thai language understanding of second grade preschoolers after learning through
storyline learning experience was higher than those of before learning experience was
significantly at .05 level.

2. Thai language understanding of second grade preschoolers after learning through
storyline learning experience was higher than those of after learning through regular learning
experience were significantly at .05 level.

The results of this research suggested that the second grade preschoolers have better
understanding in Thai language when they have learned through a storyline because they have
learned from real experience which made them learn faster and remember longer. Therefore, this
research will be useful for students, teachers and others who are interested in using this storyline

learning experience as a guideline for teaching students in other class levels.
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
