Abstract

The purpose of the research was to compare the numbers of the aggressive
preschoolers before and after using Distraction Techniques. The samples were twenty 3-5
year-old preschoolers who had at least one aggressive behavior, purposively selected from
Watwangmanao School, Phakthor district, Ratchaburi province. The instruments used in the
research were ten Distraction Techniques, classified by the categories and violence of
aggressive behaviors, for the eight week experiment in the second semester of the year 2010
and the Aggressive Behavior Checklist constructed by the researcher. Statistics utilized for
data analysis was ¥° (Chi — Square).

The results revealed that the numbers of the preschoolers who liked to strike their
friends and throw things decreased after the experiment significantly at the level of .01; while
the numbers of the preschoolers who liked to scold, be impolite, annoy, pinch, kick and push

their friends decreased after the experiment significantly at the level of .05
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
