Abstract

This research aimed to: 1) study participation pattern of people in local development of
Subdistrict Administrative Organizations in Tha Yang District, Phetchaburi Province, 2) compare pattern
of participation in local development of people with different personal factors, and 3) determine the problem
and obstacle of people’s participation in local development for guidelines of problem solving. The 262
research samples, selected by using stratified random sampling methods, were the people participating in
development activities of subdistrict administrative organizations in Tha Yang District, Phetchaburi
Province. The tool for collecting data was a questionnaire. The data were analyzed with percentage and
Chi-square test.

The research findings were:

1. In managing local development projects of subdistrict administrative organizations in
Tha Yang District, Phetchaburi Province, all of 3 patterns of people’s participation. The most
participation pattern is a partial one followed be the marginal, and respectively.

2. The pattern of participation in local development of people with different gender and
duration of living in the community was different in 2 projects, whereas the difference in occupation and age,
and in income yielded different participation in 4 and 6 projects respectively. There was no difference of
participation pattern of the people with different educational level.

3. The problem and obstacle of people’s participation related to lack of enthusiasm and
public devotion. The recommendation for solving these problems was that all community leaders,
people, and government officials had to have public mind, devotion, responsibility, and cooperation in
promoting the community’s participation.

This research finding indicates subdistrict administrative organizations must promote
public participation, especially with the full participation pattern to strengthen local community, create

cooperation and development.
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
