The purposcs of this rescarch were to (1) study the conditions of conducting
classroom research of Suan Dusit Rajabhat University instructors; (2) compare the
conditions of conducting classroom research of Suan Dusit Rajabhat University
instructors as classified by their general condition factors; (3) study the attitude
toward conducting classroom research of Suan Dusit Rajabhat University instructors;
(4) study the relationship between the attitude toward conducting classroom research
and the condition of conducting classroom research of Suan Dusit Rajabhat
University instructors; and (5) study guidelines for development of conducting
classroom rescarch of Suan Dusit Rajabhat University instructors.  This study
employed the mixed research method comprising quantitative and qualitative research
methodologies. The research sample for the quantitative study consisted of 233 Suan
Dusit Rajabhat University instructors. The employed data collecting instrument was a
questionnaire on the condition of conducting classroom research and attitude toward
conducting classroom research of Suan Dusit Rajabhat University instructors, with
reliability coeflicient for the whole questionnaire being .9282. Rescarch data were
analyzed using the percentage, mean, and standard deviation. Data for comparison of
the conditions of conducting classroom resecarch of Suan Dusit Rajabhat University
instructors, as classified by their general condition factors, were analyzed using the t-
test, one-way analysis of variance, and LSD method for pair-wise comparison. Data
on the relationship between the attitude toward conducting classroom resecarch and the
condition of conducting classroom research of Suan Dusit Rajabhat University
instructors were analyzed using Pearson product-moment correlation coefficient.
Data for qualitative study were collected via the use of in-depth interviews and
analyzed using the content analysis.

Rescarch finding were the following:

1. Regarding the general conditions of 233 Suan Dusit Rajabhat University
instructors in the sample, the majority of them were under the Faculty of Management
Science, were master’s degree holders, held the academic rank of instructor, had work
experience as higher education institution instructors for 5 — 10 years. had previous
experience on conducting classroom research with 2 - 4 classroom rescarch titles, and
conducted classroom research alone and as a co-researcher.
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2. Regarding the conditions of conducting classroom research of Suan Dusit
Rajabhat University instructors, the overall conducting of classroom research of
instructors in the sample was rated at the high level. When cach aspect of conducting
classroom research was considered, it was found that the research process aspect
received the top rating mean, followed by the management aspect and the
reinforcement aspect, respectively.

3. Instructors under different faculties and with different statuses of
conducting research differed significantly in their overall conditions of conducting
classroom resecarch at the .001 and .05 levels respectively. No significant difference
was found in the comparison of any other general condition factor of the instructors.
On the other hand, the overall attilude toward conducting classroom research of Suan
Dusit Rajabhat University instructors corrclated significantly with their overall
condition of conducting classroom research at the .01 level.

4. Guidelines for development of three aspects of conducting classroom
rescarch of Suan Dusit Rajabhat University instructors were as follows: (1) on the
aspect of rescarch process, Suan Dusit Rajabhat University instructors should receive
supports from Suan Dusit Rajabhat University on the development of classroom
research process, the provision of knowledge on various models of conducting
classroom research, the organization of the mentoring system, the organization of
continuous monitoring model of the classroom research process, the writing of clear
classroom research reports, and the presentation and diffusion of classroom research
reports; (2) on the aspect of management, Suan Dusit Rajabhat University should set
the policies on the duration of conducting classroom research, the time allocation, and
the application of innovation for classroom research; and (3) on the aspect of
reinforcement, Suan Dusit Rajabhat University instructors should receive supports
from Suan Dusit Rajabhat University on the following: the support on budget for
conducting classroom rescarch, the support on the diffusion process for classroom
research, the support on provision of continuous training both from inside and outside
the university, the support on provision of research rewards, the support on material
and equipment for conducting classroom research, and the support on cooperation
from concerned work units.
