Kasem Bundit University. The procedures consisted of 3 steps: 1) to survey the fundamental
information needed for curriculum development. 2) to develop the curriculum and 3) to
evaluate the curriculum document. The subjects consisted of 1) administrator of Business
Administration (International Program) Department, Kasem Bundit University 2) faculty
members of Business Administration (International Program) Department, Kasem Bundit.
The tools used for data collecting were questionnaires and interviews. The data gathered were

analyzed by using ‘content analysis.’

The research findings were as follows: 1) Department fully supported the opening for
this new program . 2) The curriculum is comprised of 124 credits in total consists of 34 credits
of general education courses, 45 credits of core courses, 39 credits of major required courses
and 6 credits of elective courses. 3) The curriculum document was evaluated by 5 experts
and revealed that the curriculum was unique and appropriate with the academic contents.

The details of the curriculum, for instances, courses, course descriptions are corresponded
with the philosophy and the objectives of the curriculum. The curriculum can produce

qualified personnel to the business and computer industries.

By helping
students strengthen their abilities to think with both words and numbers, they will develop
the analytical skills basic to nearly all fields of advanced learning but exclusive to none. By
deliberately introducing students to vanous intellectual achievements in major areas of
human inguiry and creative endeavor, the University of Miami‘s General Education
Requirements provide a broad intellectual backdrop to students” more focused studies in
their majors and miners. Whereas the requirements of majors specified by Schools and
Colleges within the University emphasize depth of learning, the General Education
Requirements stress breadth of knowledge and the cultivation of intellectual abilities
essential for the acquisition of knowledge.

Some schools and colleges may designate specific coursework to fulfill the areas of
knowledge requirements listed below; students should consult the specific GER
requirements for their school or college in the appropriate section of this Bulletin.

These requirements may be satisfied by courses taken for a letter grade, or by credits
earnad through Advanced Placement (AP) or International Baccalaureats (IB) examinations
taken in high school. These credits may be applied to the 120 credits requirad for
graduation.

AREAS OF PROFICIENCY

Proficiency reguirements are intended to ensure that students either already possess, or will
develop at the University, the ability to express themselves effectively, to use mathematics
with facility, and to reasen cogently.

1. English Composition

Good writing facilitates clear thinking, and clear thinking is the foundation of effective
communication. It is the University's expectation that cur students become adept at using
the English language as an effective tool for communication. Effective writing skills are
representative of the educated person because they are instruments to advance ideas
efficiently and persuasively. During their first year of study, students fulfill this requirement
by satisfactorily completing English 105 and English 106 or the eguivalent. Appropriate

Advanced Placement (AP) or International Baccalaureate (IB) scores in English compaosition
may be used to satisfy the English 105/106 requirement. An appropriate score on the SAT
or ACT verbal examination may eamn a student exemption from, but not credit in, ENG 105.

2. Writing Across the Curriculum (W) 5 courses

In addition to English 105/106, students must complete five (5) courses designated as
Writing Across the Curriculum (W) courses. The purpose of these courses is to help our
students refine their writing abilities so that they are able to communicate their ideas clearly
and effectively through the various styles of writing appropriate to the academic fields of
their majors and miners. Courses designated as writing courses ("W” courses) require a
substantial amount of writing and the preparation of papers that are corrected for diction,
syntax, style, and contant. Some courses satisfying this Writing Across the Curriculum
requirement may simultaneously fulfill Areas of Knowledge requirements (described below).

Students will be able to:
» Demonstrate ability to write persuasively, using tools of argumentation and advocacy
appropriate to subject, audience, and occasion.

3. Mathematics

In a world increasingly influenced by science and technology, it is important for students to
acquire the capacity to use and understand essential mathematical applications. The
mathematics reqguirement helps students learn to use quantitative methods in order to solve
problems. The course requirements for mathematics emphasize the manipulation,
interpretation, and application of quantitative data. Students fulfill this requirement by
satisfactorily completing a course in mathematics numbered above MTH 101 (excluding MTH
107), or MAS 110, or an approved course in statistics. Exemption from the mathematics
requirement or placement in prereguisite courses is based on any of the following tests: AP,
1B, or an examination administered by the Department of Mathematics during Orientation.

+ Use guantitative tocls appropriate for the solution of problems.
+ Interpret quantitative data in an appropriate manner for solving problems.

AREAS OF KNOWLEDGE
These requirements are designed to help students understand and appreciate the

intellectual achievements in major areas of human inguiry and creative endeavor. The
courses offered in the areas of knowledge provide a broad array of intellectual and cultural

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exploration. In satisfying these requirements students will explore the natural world,
examine human development and behavior, and appreciate creative expression in the aris,
literature, and philosophy. Courses satisfying these requirements are identified in the
Bulletin under the Requirements for Graduation sections for each schoaol or college.

2. People and Society (formerly Social Sciences) - 6 credits
3. Arts and Humanities - 12 credits

Schools and colleges that do not have a language reguirement may allow their students to
satisfy the humanities requirement by taking 2 modern language course numbered 101-212
or Latin or Greek, so long as the language selected differs from the student’s native
language, and if, when beginning with a 101-level course, they also take the 102-level
course in the same language.

Mo more than six credit hours may be taken in any one department to satisfy the areas of
knowledage requirement. There are pre-requisites for most courses above the 100-level.

The following general educational requirements are designed for general reference only.
Please check with your advisor or the advising office in your school or college for specific
requirements.

Natural World

The University believes a comprehensive curriculum maximizes our students’ capacity to
understand the natural world through experimentation, observation, and guantitative
analysis. Our purpose is to nurture our students’ curiosity regarding the natural world
through the critical analysis of data as well as the evaluation of research. Students can
satisfy the course requirements by selecting courses in Biology, Chemistry, Ecosystems
Science and Paolicy, Geological Sciences, Marine Science, Physics, and Physical Science, as
well as Anthropolegy 203, Geography 120, and Freshman Seminars in the Natural Sciences
(FMNS 190-199).

Students will be able to:
» Demonstrate ability to use experiment and cbservation quantitatively in order to
analyze the natural world, to draw conclusions about it, and to understand modern
scientific theories.

People and Society

This area of knowledge aims to help students understand and critically evaluate the
organization of society and the patterns of social change, both in the past and in the
contemporary world. Courses in the following areas may be used to fulfill this requirement:
Africana Studies (AAS); American Studies (AMS): Anthropology (except APY 203);
Economics (ECO); Education and Psychological Studies (EPS); Geography and Regional
Studies (except GEG 120); International Studies (INS); Judaic Studies (JUS); History (HIS);
Political Sciences (POL); Psychology (PSY); Sociology (SOC); Teaching and Learning (TAL);
Women's and Gender Studies (WGS), and the following courses: Broadcasting and
Broadcast Journalism (CBR 102); Mass Media Communication in Society (COM 101);
Communication Theory (COM 110); Interpersonal Communication (COS 112); Nonverbal
Communication (COS 118); Political Communication (COS 336); Persuasion (COS 472);
Freshman Seminars in the Social Sciences (FSS 190-199).

The arts and humanities engage students in the study of some of the most enduring and
influential works of art, imagination, and culture.

These courses will provide
instruction and guidance to cultivate students” abilities to interpret and critically evaluate
the creative products of human expression. Courses in the following areas may be used to
fulfill this requirement: Architecture; Music; Art and Art History; Theatre Arts; Motion
Pictures and Photography; English {200-level or above): Modern Languages and Literature
(300-level or above): Philosophy; Religious Studies; and the following courses: Public
Speaking (COS 211); World History of the Dance (DAN 250); Freshman Seminars in the
Arts and Humanities (FFA, FLT, FPR 190-199)

Students will be able to:
+« Apply appropriate vocabulary and concepts for the description and analysis of
artistic, literary, historical and philosophical or religious works.
+ Interpret the creative products of human expression.
« Critically evaluate the creative products of human expression.

Assessment of General Education Competencies
All University of Miami students will be required to participate in a formal assessment of the

UM and prior to graduation. Results will be used by the administration and faculty to ensure
the continuous improvement of the educational experience provided to our students.

HC M180 Structure, Patterns, and Polyhedral
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HC 2: Comparative Genocide
(4 units)

Director: Richard G. Hovannisian, History

Genocide is an extreme manifestation of conflict in racial, ethnic, and religious interrelations. Its study in a
comparative interdisciplinary perspective is illuminating for an understanding of more peaceful group
relations, the processes by which these might eventuate in group conflict, and the possibilities for
preventative action. The latter concern is particularly significant given the failure of the United Nations to
act under the provision of the Convention for the Prevention and Punishment of the Crime of Genocide, the
increasing pressure of population on scarce resources, the ready availability of highly destructive weapons,

and the habituation of mass killings.

The course is based on a number of case studies presented in theoretical perspective. The case studies are
viewed comparatively to measure similar and dissimilar circumstances and aspects, and to test certain
suggested characteristics of the victims and the perpetrators, such as differences in religion, race, or
nationality, and the effects of both colonializing and decolonializing processes. The issues of intent as well
as consequences are to be considered.

Major topics will include theory of genocide, structural analyses of the societies involved, processes of
polarization of group relations, and the role of ethnic, racial, and religious differences and of ideological

commitment in genocidal conflict.

HC 163: China's Rise: Critical Issues and Global Implications

(5 units)

Director: Ching Kwan Lee, Sociology

China is a powerful force shaping world development in the 21st Century. This course provides students
with the basic knowledge and critical perspectives to understand, observe and assess the opportunities and

challenges presented by China’s dramatic ascendance in the past three decades.

UCLA summer programs in China, this course will provide a solid background on major aspects of
Chinese society and political economy.
HC 174: Future Impact of Nano in New Technologies

(5 units)
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This is not just another survey course on China. The emphasis is on aspects of Chinese development that
entail global implications and lend themselves to comparative analysis. These include: labor, environment,
nationalism, migration, inequality, rule of law, social movements and authoritarianism, state capitalism,
China in Africa. Since my goal in offering this undergraduate course is to inspire interest and excitement

about China, I aim at covering a relatively broad range of issues.

This course uses multi-media resources (independent documentaries, photojournalism, on-line footage and
images, films, fictions, and memoirs), and takes advantage of the broad coverage by the American and
international press on Chinese society and economy. Headline news and media reports will be used as
touchstones for critical analysis while readings selected from the inter-disciplinary scholarly literature on
China will allow them to contextualize current issues in broader historical and political economic contexts.
For instance, reports on ethnic conflicts and unrest in Tibet and Xinjiang can be used to examine issues of
“nationalities and nationalism” in China and elsewhere. Or, reports on contaminated consumer products
can open a discussion on its role as the workshop of the world, and its relation to American and global

consumption.

There is no Chinese language or Chinese history prerequisites, although students who have taken China-
related courses in all disciplines will be given priority to enroll. This course seeks to inspire students to
develop an informed and engaged perspective on one of the most important countries affecting their lives
and work in the coming decades. For students who envision working in China in the future or taking the
various UCLA summer programs in China, this course will provide a solid background on major aspects of

Chinese society and political economy.

HC 174: Future Impact of Nano in New Technologies
(5 units)

Director: James K. Gimzewski, Chemistry & Biochemistry
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Nanotechnology is typically discussed using a metric called the nanometer, which is a billionth of a meter.
Certainly, one can classify many technologically and biologically important objects on the scale of the
nanometer (nm). For instance, a virus has a diameter of around several tenths of a nanometer. DNA is
around a nanometer in diameter but is over a half a meter long. Proteins have dimensions of a few
nanometers. A cell is typically several thousand nanometers. In the technological world, the insulating gap
in a transistor is nanometric. Molecules that we use every day, such as pharmaceuticals and gasoline, are a
bit more or less than a nanometer, and polymers or plastics are made of long spaghetti-like molecules less
than a nanometer in diameter but several thousand nanometers long. Terms such as nanoparticles and
nanomedicine are used here to describe situations in which critical aspects of the whole or parts of the
system are determined by nanometric dimensions in the range of 1--100 nm. The anticipated markets for
nanotechnology, on the other hand, are measured in billions. Nanotechnology's economic impact in the
coming 15--20 years is fragmented into many areas in units of $US billion per year and indicate a $1-
trillion-per-year market. The science behind nanotechnology (nanoscience) is usually lumped under the
rubric nanotechnology, and the evolutions of nanoscience and resultant technologies run hand in hand. The
conception of the technology is frequently ahead of the science. In many cases, "nanotechnology" is merely
used to describe the future in a fictional sense. It is a subject about which everyone, be they artists,
scientists, politicians or housewives, doctors, scientists and engineers have their own “dreams and
nightmares”. Nanotechnology, is materialism's “endgame,” meaning that it is at once about materiality, in
the sense of “controlling matter at a molecular level,” and also presents the potential to undermine that way
of thinking altogether. Roy Ascott summarizes this way of thinking: “Materialists may see working in the
nano field as the end game, but it is not necessary to embrace a radical transcendentalism to see that nano is
located between the material density of our everyday world and the numinous spaces of subatomic
immateriality”. In this sense there is an important role for humanists and artists also to reflect upon and

participate in the creation of what is also a philosophical transformation for humankind.

This course is more than the science behind nanotechnology, its about the impacts and shifts in technology
and how they will potentially influence medical care, the environment and energy issues as well as
military, government and economics. Like technology today it is impossible to separate nano from cultural
and societal issues that are likely to change in a negative way if we continue corporate-industrial
manufacture and welfare. No specialty knowledge of science or mathematics is needed to succeed in this
