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The purposes of this research were to study decision making of high school students level 6 in
Songkla educational area 2 for studying at Prince of Songkla University, Pattani campus. The sample was
342 students. Questionnaire was used for a tool collecting data. Data were analyzed by using statistical
software. The statistics employed in this research were Percentage, Mean, Standard Deviation, t-test, One
Way ANOVA and Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation Coefficient at .05 level of significance.

The results of the research showed that level of perception of information and knowledge about
education courses of Prince of Songkla University, Pattani campus were high, In addition, the opinions about
problems in Southern of Thailand and the decision making of high school students level 6 in Songkla
educational area 2 for studying at Prince of Songkla University, Pattani campus were moderate. The results of
hypothesis testing found out that differences in sex and GPA lead to different decisions at .05 level of
significance. Program and family income per month did not affect the decisions. Perception of information
and the opinions about problems in Southern of Thailand related to decision making of high school students
level 6 in Songkla educational area 2 for studying at Prince of Songkla University, Pattani campus at .05
level of significance. But knowledge about education courses of Prince of Songkla University, Pattani campus
did not relate to decision making of high school students level 6 in Songkla educational area 2 for studying at
Prince of Songkla University, Pattani campus,
