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This rescarch aims at studying the participation in community environmental management of
community members in Bang Sue District, Bangkok Metropolis. Three main objectives are — study of level of
participation; analysis of factors relating participation and study of problems in and constraints to
participation. Primary data from a survey of 278 sample households in 2007 were used. Statistical methods
applied include average, percentage, standard deviation, chi-square and Pearson’s Product Moment

Correlation. The statistical significant level used was 0.05.

The study found that Bang Sue community members, on average, had a medium level of
participation in community environmental management. Factors that statistically significant in relating to
environmental management participation of thc members were age, period of living in the community,
participation in community environmental groups and access to environmental news. The main problems and
constrainls they encountered in environmental management participation were the lack of public-relation

coordination and regular visits to monitor and support the activities of public officers.

The results suggested that to enhance the participation of urban community members in community
environmental management should pay special attention to specific age groups and the cohesion level of the
inhabitants to the community. More public awareness campaigns and training and better coordination between
local officers and NGOs to create environmental conservation related activities would also enhance the

participation level.
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
