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ABSTRACT
OBJECTIVES TE 154078

The objective of the research is to evaluate the suitability and validity of
the Bachelor Degree Curriculum in Business Administraiion. The areas of the curriculum studied
are separated into 4 categories i.e. the context, input, process and product.

PKROCEDURES

The subjecis of the research comprised of 115 instructors teaching bachelor degrec
students, 294 fourth year undergraduates, 34 graduates and 19 graduate supervisory staff.
The total number of subjects in the study is 462.

The tool employed in this study is 4 sets of questionnaires constructed by the Research
and Curriculum Committee of the Rajainangala Institute of Technology. The questionnaires are
classified into 4 divisions, namely the context, input, process and product.

In terms of the context, the areas of research involved are the philosophy of education,
curriculum objectives, curriculum structure, and ineasurement and evaluation criteria.

As for the input, the research fccuses on the students, instructors, textbooks and
educational facilities whereas ihs prucess concentraies on the teaching-learning prccess, learning
experiences, measurement and evaluation criteria, curriculum administration and educational
services.

In respect of the product, the efficiency, competence, expected desired qualities and
virtues of graduates are considered. The satisfaction of graduates towards the curriculum is
regarded as well.

Data was drawn from the questionnaires and analysed and processed by utilising
the use of SPSS —~ PC and then analysed into percentages, t-test and data interpretation.

FINDINGS
The findings indicated by the search in the four areas of study are as follows:

THE CONTEXT

The subjects of the research, the instructors, undergraduates and graduates generally
approve of the four areas mentioned the philosophy of cducation, curriculum objectives,
curriculum structure, subjects contents, and measurement and evaluation criteria. The findings
show that the 4 areas of the study are highly relevant to them.



THE INPUT TE 154078

The results of the questionnaires answered by the instructors and graduates suggest that
they, on average, feel that the standard of the educational facilities is not sufficient to allow
effective implementation and application of the curriculum. FEducational facilities fall below
modern standards and are not harmoniouily compatable or appropriate to the teaching and
learning process. The instructors level of satiesfaction for these areas was in the mid-range.

In relation to the undergraduates, the subjects’ answers are also placed in the mid-
range. On average, the undergraduates are of the opinion that modemization, hygiene and
practicalities of the school facilities and laboratories are not given a high priority.

With regard to the process, the graduates and undergraduates agree on the suitability of
the curriculum related to the gencral and academic subjects. They give strong support for every
item asked in the questionnaires with the exception of the measurement and evaluation criteria
and other required subjects. The scores rank in the mid-range.

To instructors, the level of importance, with reference to participation in the curriculum
and administration, implementation and application of the curriculum is low. Morale among
instructors, and teaching loads are acceptable.

in conn  ection with the product, graduate supervisory staff score highly in graduate
character, work competence, personality-including their sociability and emotional maturity, health
and grooming. These graduate qualities are equally important in all respects.
