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Education is a powerful tool for developing countries. The library serves as a
major source of information to advance education in the important fields of technology.
Individuals can improve their knowledge and do research by using the numerous
venues available at the library. In general, the main problems with libraries are: too
small spaces, crowds in popular areas, lack of comfortable surroundings, and lack of
convenience when using the spaces.This is especially true for The Bangkok Public
Library. Surroundings inside the physical building can influence human behavior. In the
previous concept stages of library design, the librarians requested their needs for the
interior. They did not think about how their suggestions would affect the users of the
library. Those concepts did not consider the needs, feelings, and behaviors of the
users.

This thesis is the study of design for using the space to meet the users’ needs.
In the Post Occupancy Evaluation, using questionnaires and interviews reveals the
users' feelings and satisfaction in The Bangkok Public Library inside area and
components. The results of this study will be used to determine the designs of future
libraries.

The theory and concept of the research involving The Bangkok Public Library
are existing standards, surrounding area, Post Occupancy Evaluation, activities, users’
behavior, rules of designing and interior design. The results gathered from the Post
Occupancy Evaluation, including interviews and observations, are used to determine

users’ needs, the layout of the interior, and the furnishings.

This study indicated that the library should be divided into four sections, which
are academic subjects, administration, service, and entertainment. The entertainment
section should include a communication system, which can easily retrieve information to
gain knowledge. For the location of the library building, it should be built for easy and
convenience access. The library should not be built over two stories high to allow easy
use of all areas. It should have an open floor plan with separate areas for a loud zone
and a quiet zone.

From this study, the ideas and plans make the library more suitable for the users
by providing a superior design and the Key Words is “Knowledge of Family”. The main
concept design is “Home Library” for an updated redesign of The Bangkok Public
Library. Its components for the interior design and surroundings are agreeable with the

concept of the Master Plan.
