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This research aims to study the distinctive characteristics of Kingchat's detective novels by analyzing twelve
of her detective novels written between 1993 and 2006. These novels are Maya Tawan, Dueay Rang Athitthan, Preng

Ngao, Dung Fai Tainam, Montchatra, Lang Likhit, Roy Prom, Sueblab Rahasrak, Prai Prathana, Rahat Huachai, Fah

Krachang Dao and Kae Royrak.

The research has found that these twelve novels by Kingchat contain all the literary values of detective novels.
The novels feature various types of crime; for example, rape and murder, assassination, bombing, poisoning, murder,
prostitution and drug trafficking. Their entertaining and thrilling plots are able to engage the reader's attention. The
writer also weaves love plots into the stories in a harmonious way. After beginning the story with a crime, Kingchat
presents male and 'female protagonists who, side by side, carry out the crime investigation. During the time they are
looking for clues to solve the crime, their love develops in parallel. After beginning a novel by presenting a suspect,
Kingchat develops confusions and ambiguities by creating many characters who could be potential criminals.
Alternatively, she diverts the reader's attention from the real criminal by making this particular character appear totally
different from what he/she really is. The author has different ways of holding the reader’s attention; for example, she
gracually reveals pieces of information and, finally, the story ends in an unexpected way—that is the murderer turns
out to be an unexpected or the least expected person. This is regarded as one of the ways to create excitement in the
novels. In terms of character, Kingchat's characters are people from various professions taking part in the crime_
investigation. in some’of her novels, the characters are different from people in general and some have super-human
characteristics. Sometimes, the spirit of.t'he murder victim may have a role in the story. Kingchat also includes various
useful concepts in the novels: for instance; ideas concerning the work ethic, love, family, politics and social problems.
What is evident is that all her novels conclude with the punishment of wrongdoers or corrupt people; they die, go
insane or are arrested and brought to trial. The seitings and dialogue are in compatible and contribute to the
verisimilitude of the plot. Some parts of the plot and dialogue help to enhance the total effect. The fluent use of
language also makes Kingchat's novels distinctive. Her words are well-chosen; her language flows and communicates
its meaning to the reader. She alsc makes use of attributive words and comparisons to encourage her readers to
create mental images or to lend conviction. The combination of the love plot and the crime makes the novels less
violent and, at the same time, attracts the readers’ attention. All these characteristics found in Kingchat's detective

novels make her stories entertaining and thrilling as well as fun to read.
