This study aimed to investigate present state, roles, problems and guidelines for
dealing with the operation of the cultural centers in higher education institutions. The
target group of this study is 58 institutes: 11 public universities, 10 private universities,
19 Rajabhat Institutes (Rajabhat Universities at present), and 18 Rajamangala
Institutes of Technology selected by purposive sampling. A questionnaire was
employed to collect the data from 757 people. The collected data were analyzed into
percentage, means and standard deviation.

The findings were briefly stated below:

1. The subjects consisted of 757 personnel and students, 21.0% from public
universities, 18.5% from private universities, 36.5% from Rajabhat Institutes, and
24.0% from Rajamangala Institutes of Technology.

2. As a whole, the operation of the cultural centers in the above institvtions
were found to be at a moderate level in the following aspects: cultural activity
promotion and dissemination, cultural conservation, cultural revival, cultural
exchanges and cultural research respectively.

The recommendations were as follow:

1. The cultural center in each institution should take more action to deal with
cultural research, cultural exchanges and cultural revival.

2. Broad public relations should be planned to publicize the cultural centers’
work and each organization, not only public but private one, as well as the community
should be given more role to be partly responsible for the activities and to participate
in the cultural affairs.

3. Support from the institute and the government should be sought for

promoting cultural activities through sufficient and long-term budget.
