The purpose of this research was to study attitude and need for leaming process of teaching in
Foundations of Thai Civilization subject, Rajamangala institute of Technology, Poh-Chang Art Campus.

Enrolled in Rajamangala Institute, Poh-Chang Art Campus during the study year of 2001, the
total 310 subjects were randomly sampled from the ‘uculties of Traditional Art, Art Craft , Design and Fine
Art. Constructed by the researcher, the instrument used was a five scale Likert-typed questionnaire,
divided into four part : closed-ended 73 items and open-ended question. One hundred percent of those
contacted respondent to the study. Statistics used for data analysis was Percentage, Mean, Standard
deviation , t-test and F-test at the 0.05 level of significance. The findings revealed that :

1. Student had a high attitude and need for teaching process subject Foundations of Thai
Civilization subject. Examined in the three aspects combined. it indicated tr it they had high
characteristics of instructors, evaluation and teaching activity.

2. Student had a moderate for teaching process in Foundations of Thai Civilization subject.
Examined in the three aspect combined, teacher center teaching, student center teaching and individua!
leaming.

3. There was a significant difference in the student and need according to sex ir overall and
aspect.

4. There was a significant difference in the students’ attitude based on faculty in overail and
aspect 1) there was significart difference in the student of the Faculties ot Design and Fine Art had
attitude aspect contant of subject and activity leaming with the student of the faculties of Traditiona! Art,
Art Craft 2) there was significant difference in the student of the faculty of Traditional Art had attitude
aspect leaming activity with the student of the faculties of Fine Art and Art Craft 3) there was significant
difference in the student of the faculty of Traditional Art had attitude aspect characteristics of instructors
with the student of the faculties of Design, Fine Art and Art Craft. And the student of the faculty of Fine Art
had attitude aspect characteristics of instructors difference with the student of the fact des of Art Craft and
Design 4) there was significant difference in the student of the faculty of Fine Art had attitude aspect
evaluation with the student of the faculties of Design, Art Craft and Traditional Art.

5. There was no significant difference in the students’ need of teaching process.

6. There was significant difference in the student of the faculty of Fine Art had attitude and need

teaching process with the students of the faculties of Design, Art Craft and Traditional Art.
