The objectives of this study were to study of the effects of using Centrally
Produced Test in Calculus and Analytic Ceometry 1 in periaining to attitude of teachers
and students and the achievement of students including the correlation between attitude
towards using Centrally Produced Test and achievement of students.

The samples consisted of 310 diploma and degree students from Rajamangala
Institute of Technology, Southern Campus, Songkhla, using the stratified random
sampling and 4 teachers using purposive random sampling. Data were collected by 2
questionnaires.

The research finding indicated that teachers and students thought that they
should use the test constructed by their own teachers rather than using Centrally
Produced Test. Students from each departments had different attitude in using Centrally
Produced Test and their achievements had statistical diiference at 0.05 level, while the
relation between attitude towards using Centrally Produced Test and achievement was

rather low.
