ABSTRACT

The study sought to know the learning styles of students studying English as a foreign
language on the aspects of visual, auditory, kinesthetic, tactile, group, and individual learning
style; and to make comparisons on the variables of major fields of study and the levels of
learning achievement in English subject.

The sample was 410 second-year students at Rajamangala Institute of Technology,
Chakrabongse Bhuvanath Campus studying during the 2001 academic year. The data was
obtained through a questionnaire on perscnal trom which the data were analyzed into
frequencies and percentage; and a rating-scale questionnaire about leaming styles were
analyzed into anthmeiic mean, standard deviation, variance value, and subsequently
hypothesis testing was applied.

The findings were as follows :

1. Students in both levels cf study applied visual, auditory, yroup and individual
learriing style in iearning English at the moderate level while employing kinesthetic and tactile
learning style at the low level.

2. Students with different levels of learning achievement in English and with different
major fields of study applied different visual, auditory, kinesthetic, tactile, group and individual
learning style in learning English at the .05 level of significance.

The researcher recommended that the administrators and the teachers focus or the
study on students’ learning styles in order to gain more efficient implementation of the learner-

centered curriculum aiming to help develop students’ language learning.
