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The purposes of this research were to find 1) the level of the supervisory
process of basic education curriculum implementation in municipality networked schools,
Educational Region I, 2) the trend of the supervisory process of basic education curriculum
implementation in municipality networked schools, Educational Region |, and  3) the ways
to develop the supervision of basic education curriculum implementation in municipality
networked schools, Educational Region I. The respondents consisted of 30 educational
administrators, school administrators, supervisors, and regular teachers from the municipality
networked schools implementing basic education curriculum, Educational Region |I.
The research instrument was a questionnaire on the supervisory process of basic curriculum
implementation based on Glickman and others’ viewpoint, and Sumitr Khunanukorn's
viewpoint, and focus group discussion. The data were collected from August to
November 2004. The statistics applied in data analysis were percentage (%), mean (i )
standard deviation (S.D.) and content synthesis.

The findings revealed as follows:

1. The supervisory process of basic education curriculum implementation in
municipality networked schools, Educational Region I, as a whole and as an individual
aspect, was at a high level.

2. The trend of the supervisory process of basic education curriculum implementation
in municipality networked schools, Educational Region |, was at a higher level.

3. The ways to develop the supervision of basic education curriculum implementation
in municipality networked schools, Educational Region |, should be as follows: There
should be 1) supervisory manuals on basic education curriculum implementation for
supervisors,  2) supervision improvement and following up curriculum implementation for
learning continuously, 3) policy improvement and setting the practical guidelines for
assigning the teachers to teach according to their skills and majors, and  4) continuity
of tradition, art, culture, and local wisdom of the community by constructing the local
curricula.
