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The purposes of this research were to study the action level in strategies for action health
promotion school, and the problems and obstacles in strategies for action in health promotion school.
The population for this research was 42 schools that passed the evaluation in health promotion school
of Phetchaburi office of the provincial primary education, consisted of 42 administration, 42 head-
teacher in health center, 84 in totality. The- statistical analysis data were frequency, percentage, mean,
and standard deviation.

The results of the study were ;

1) The action level in strategies for action in health promotion school were high in
totality, and in details the advocacy, the partnership and alliances, and strengthening local capacity were
high, except the research, monitoring and evaluation were moderate.

2) The problems and the obstacles in action have a little problems were found that the
advocacy of the parents and communities had no sight on health promoting, the committees in the
communities seldom attained for the meeting, and lacking of personals in health promotion. The
strengthening local capacity, the schools and the parents had no opportunity and time in exchanging
information for solving problems in health promotion. And the research, monitoring and evaluation

were not continuously performed, and unclear plan in following up action.
