ABSTRACT TE134566

This research was aimed to study the financial and social status, the need of loan
and the debt burden of govemment teachers under Office of Primary Education in Chiang
Mai. The population were 8,073 primary school teachers from 22 districts and 2 sub
districts in Chiang Mai, 977 of which were selected to be samples. Using questionnaires
and quantitative analysis method to collect and analyze data carried out the study. The
statistical analysis instrument was SPSS/PC plus program.

The results were as follows:

Maijorities of the teachers were graduates and married. Most of them were at C.7.
There were five people on the average in their family, including the teacher, the spouse,
their children and their dependents, i.e. the spouse's parents and relatives. In addition to
this, 28 percent of the teachers had to support their parents or the spouse’s parents and
their dependent relatives who lived separately. Regarding financial status, over 50
percent of the teachers stated that their expenses exceeded their income, most of which
derived from their salary. Only 30.45 percent of the teachers had extra income from
agricultural trade, extra-class teaching and running own dormitory. As for their
possessions, the study revealed that 51.82 percent of the teachers had sufficient vehicles
for their needs, i.e. a bicycle, a motorcycle and a car of below 200,00 baht. Their
household appliances and facilities were a radio, a television set, a refrigerator, an
electric fan, a gas stove, an iron and an electric cooker. The study also found that the
teachers had a property on average value of 500.000 baht. Many items were obtained by
financial ioan.

In terms of lcan and debt, 88.64 percent of the teachers were members of
Teachers’ Savings Cooperative in Chiang Mai. and 88.89 percent of them took financial
loan. The majority of the loans were general loan. Those who were already in debt still
wanted more loan of about 30C,000 -- 500,000 baht, most of which would be paid to the

creditors, and the remaining would be kept for daily expenses and children ‘s education
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fees. The teacher loan were from the Teachers ‘s Saving Cooperative, commercial banks,
financial institutes and private agencies. The reasons for being in dept were insufficient
income and the need to support their children ‘s education fees. The loans rank from
50,000 - 350,000 baht.

The finding did not agree to the Circle of Life theory, which stated that at the early
stage of life, one would act as a borrower; in the middle age be would save the money
return to the creditor and keep some for the last stage of life. The theory was not
applicabie to the sample of their research since the teachers had very little savings. In
contrast, their dept increased according to their age, position of work and ‘income. Those
who were between 50 -54 years of age and at C7, and had total income of more than
500,000 baht per year (including the income from the investment from loan) had the most

debt.
