The purposes of this study were to investigate the attitudes of the
students effecting the student's activities distinguished by their gender, levels of
education , fields of education, parents’ occupations, families’ monthly revenue, and
accommodations ; the relationship between the predictive variances which were
students’ gender, levels of education, fields of education, parents’ occupations,
parents’ marital status, families’ monthly revenue , and accommodations effecting
students’ activities ; and the factors which could mostly describe attitude
variances of the students in every fields of study toward their activities. The
instrument used for the data collection was questionnaires given to the subjects
of 806 students selected by Stratified Raﬁdom Sampling of the students of
Rajamangala Institute of Technology, Bangkok Commercial Campus in the
academic year 2001. Then the collected data were analyzed by means of
arithmetic  mean, percentage of arithmetic mean ,and muitiple correlation

coefficient.

The research tndings were that from the subjects of 806 Rajamangala
institude of Technology, Bangkok Commercial Cumpus students, the majority was
female studying Accounting and Marketing for high vocational degree who lived
with their parents. The families’ revenue was between 10,000 — 20,000 per
month ; the attitudes of Rajamangala Institude of Technology , Bangkok
Commercial Cumpus students toward the students’ activies was in  most
agreeable level in every aspects at the average of 3.71 ; the relationship
between the predictive variances and the attitude variances toward the students’
activities was at the .01 level of statistic significance and mostly related to
their leve! of education and their parents’ marital status. ; and the students’
attitude variances which affected the students’ attitudes were gender, fields of
education, families’ monthly revenue, parents’ marital status and accommodation
with statistic significant level of .01 which showed the deviation of attitude

variances at 8.3 percent.
