This study aims at investigating the students’ attitudes towards the
English Textbook, Getting Ahead. Additionally, students’ perceptions towards
their learning development were explored. The subjects were 95 fourth-year
Information System students at Rajamangala Institute of Technology,
Chakrabongse Bhuvanath Campus. A S5-point scale questionnaire was
administered to the subjects and 91 questionnaires were received for data
analysis (95.79%). Moreover, an interview was conducted to 18 students. The
data were analyzed by descriptive statistics: frequency, percentage, mean and
standard deviation. The findings show students’ attitudes towards the textbook’s
contents, the textbook’s elements and the usefulness of the textbook for skill
developments at high level. Furthermore, students perceived that they increased
their knowledge from learning the book at high level (4.04). Remarkably. the
increased knowledge from the teaching achieved high level obtaining the highest
points (4.32) while learning acquisition from the exercises achieved high level
obtaining the lowest points (3.64). In conclusion, students expressed their
overall attitudes towards “Getting Ahead” at high level (4.24). Finally. the
students expressed that the textbook was appropriate for use of the listening and

speaking course at high level (4.19).
