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Nowadays, architects can work in three organizations, architectural design firms, construction management
firms, or contractor firms. For each organization, their roles and responsibilities are different Most architects still lack
understanding of and agreement on their own roles and responsibilities, of which either they are not clear and/or they are
not defined.

In_an attempt to clarify the roles and responsibilities of architects in each organization, a Draft Ministerial
Regulation goverming Roles and Responsibilities of Designer, Supervisor, Contractor, User, and Owner under Section 8(13)
of Building Law of 1999 was proposed. However, those roles and responsibilities are vaques and not useful and
applicable for the practice.

The objective of this research was to clarify the roles and responsibilities of architects in construction stage.

Three conceptua! and theoretical frameworks are based. First, the study of current practice of architects in eaéh
organization. Secondly, the laws related to the delineation of roles and responsibilities of architects. Thirdly, professionat
ethics and pnincipies for architects according to the Association of Siamese Architects and three organizations:
architectural firms, construction management firms, or contractor firms.

The research methods used to accomplish such objectives are literature review and interview. Questionnaires
were distibuted to 3 groups of sampie (scoped in the Bangkok and greater Bangkok areas). architects who work in
architectural desigr: firms, architects wno work in construction management firms, and architects who work in contracto.
firms. The data was analyzed within the framework of a Draft Ministerial Regulation governing Roles and Responsibilities of
Designer, Supenvisor, Contractor, User, and Owner under Section 8(13) cf Building Law of 1999

The findings are as follows:

1. Unaddressed roles ard responsibilities ir, Building Law are identified in this thesis.

1.1 The architects of contractor firm are ;esponsible for constructioh process and method planning
leading to the dgsxred output performancé. supbortive WOTKS are temporary and will be disassembled
or dismaniled, such as scaffold, sample rooms of an apartment.

2. Vague roles and responsibilities are clarified.

2.1 Tne architects of architectural design firm are responsible for the output performance defining:
approval and checking architectural shop drawing.

22 The architects of construction management firm are responsible for the -construction process
inspecting and supervising leading to the desired output performance: architectural technique
problem solving during construction. 7

3. The handbaok or architectural practice standard for architects has to be set up by Councii of Thai

Architects.
