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ABSTRACT

Heterotopia of the single house in image of adulthood and space requirement
harmonized to the activities of early adulthood were discussed in this research in order to be the
representing guidelines of styles and options for design of special area of the single house which
suitable for early adulthood age and status. The sample group were the early adulthood residents
in Perfect Place, Ramkhamhaeng 164 phase 1 — 2, two — storey houses, with 50 — 80 square wah ,
of the 2 most construction house styles and lived more than 3 years. The research tool was the
closed-ended questionnaire that divided into 4 sections : 1. General data of the informants.
2. Special area data of the single house in imagine of early adulthood. 3. Data about the utilized
space requirement in according to activities, and 4. Data on requirement styles and options for
design.

The study results found that the majority of residents in single houses were female, age
between 30 — 40 years, married and had children, bachelor’s degree holders, their hobby was
reading , each family were composed of 3 — 4 persons, working in private section, average
monthly income was lower than 30,000 baht, and family average monthly income was higher
than 70,000 baht. The living places of early adulthood reflect the simplicity, tone of colors inside
of houses reflect the peacefulness, and the outside of houses convey softness. Decoration
materials both inside and outside of houses express modernity. Furthermore, the location of
houses had relation to a pond or lagoon. The activity in bedroom, reception hall, parlour was TV
watching. Reading was the relevant activity of dining room. Storing was pertained into Kkitchen.

Clothes cleaning was concerned within laundry room. Leisure sitting was around terrace and

balcony. Car park using upto party organizing. The sitting area was in the garden for family relax
area . Their garden also was used as relax area by planting, trees and lawn maintenance. Their
road mostly was used for traffic, foot path was for take a walk. The garden of the project was used
for relaxation. The activities on the project lawn were exercise, recreation, and as a playground
for children. Lagoon was used for taking a rest. The club house was provided to exercise. The
meaning of the mentioned houses where were harmonized with their activities or their life
spending was living place. Living in the houses was the great meaningful in winter, and Sunday is
the most beautiful day for family to living in their house.

The study result in utilized space requirement found that the early adulthood residents
need more space in their reception hall and in the parlour. The design of house should be
provided with fully utilized space. In front of house should have more space than the back. The
bedrooms were located on the front part. The reception hall and the parlour also were located on
the front part. The restrooms correctly were located at the back. The dressing room might be
located beside the house. Terrace and balcony were situated in front of house. The car park was
located on the front part. The storage room was located at the back. The unchangeable utilized
space of house was the old design of this project. And the changeable utilized space also was the
original design. The reception hall and the parlour mostly were altered. The living place of early
adulthood was the format of house expansion.

The study on styles and options for design revealed that the early adulthood residents
need the outside modern design, however, the inside design should be opened and cleared by the
correct furniture placing. Generally, the overall imagine of the required houses for early adulthood
residents should be simplicity, single house with square shape, cool color tone outside and inside
of house, and main decoration by wood. The location of houses should be located in a suburb. The
environment of the houses should be the multipurpose garden.

The results of this research could be a guideline to define the Heterotopia of the single
house, or be the primary information to alternative design or other related study of the single

house building.
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
